Advocacy

An advocate is a person who influences systems and decision makers on behalf of individual children and families.  Advocates also work toward strengthening and improving services for all children and families.  As a parent, you will often act as an advocate for your child.  There may, however, be times when you would like another individual to work with you to represent your child’s interests.
